Established in 2001 and originally known 
as the Partick farmer and producer market, 
this market was held on the red chip 
football pitch within the metal boundary 
fence that preceded the current park 
design. 

This enclosed area meant you could back up 
to the stall with your van and leave it there 
for support throughout the event however in 
dry weather the red chip blew around as dust 
and in the wet became a sticky red mud. 

So eventually a new design for Mansfield 
Park was proposed with the farmers and 
producers contributing to the planning stage. 

This would have a smaller enclosed play area, 
a central green space and a purpose built 
market space next to Dumbarton Road. The 
new design that is still in place today allowed 
for a central road through the park to allow 
van access to ensure easy unloading as well 
as underground power being installed. 

Dowanhill Primary School provided our 
temporary home while the development of 
our own purpose built space took place. This 
proved an effective short term solution to 
keep the market trading until our relocation 
to the new and improved Mansfield Park in 
May 2008. 

The market has since gone from strength to 
strength and with some new improvements 
scheduled in the near future we envisage a 

continuation of 
this success for 
many years to 
come.
